Welcome to the choir!

This information sheet will let you know all the little things that that will make joining our choir so
much easier.

7 How long do the rehearsals go for?
Rehearsals are 7pm — 9pm every Thursday night; this includes a short coffee/tea break and a bit
of socialising. Once a month we have a social night, where sections take turns to bring supper
and we finish the music early for an extended tea break.

Which part/section should I join?

If you are unsure which section of the choir to sing in we have — Soprano (highest voices), Alto,
Tenor or Bass (lowest voices) — don't be afraid to try different sections of the choir to see where
your voice best fits. If you are really not sure which part to sing, then speak with our Conductor.

Where do I get the music?

Our Music Librarian has a black music folder with all of our current material for you to use at
tonight’s rehearsal. Please return this folder to the Music Librarian at the end of the rehearsal.
When you decide to join the choir, you will be given your own music to take home and practise.

Please note: All music issued to choir members is the property of GALSWA and must be
returned when requested by the committee.

Yes, I want to sign up!!
If you decide to join the choir as a full member, you will need to:

Fill in the GALSWA Membership Form, which accompanies this letter.

Pay the Annual $20 Membership fee (non-refundable) to the Treasurer who will sign off on
your membership form.

Once your membership fee is paid you are able to take the GALSWA music home, the
Librarian will provide this for you. You will need to provide a suitable black folder to keep the
music in.

Money matters

To help pay the cost of the hall hire, supper, music and just keeping the choir running in general,
the choir collects a small fee (subscription) from the members. The subscriptions are payable in
three different ways.
